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PROSPECTING RIGHT RENEWED FOR
EMANG MANGANESE PROJECT

Segue Resources Limited (Segue or the Company) is pleased to announce that the Prospecting Right
which contains the Emang Manganese Project in South Africa has been renewed for a period of two (2)
years to November 2013.

The renewal of Prospecting Right No. 75/2008 allows Segue and its partner, Emang Mmogo Mining
Resources (Pty) Ltd (Emang Mmogo), to explore for manganese and iron-ore on Portions 2 and 5 of
Marthaspoort and Portion 4 of Japies Rust of the Magoloring 668 farm near Postmasburg in the Northern
Cape Province of South Africa.

As previously announced, the first assay results from the Initial Drilling Programme are expected be
received shortly. The full set of assay results from 65 reverse circulation and 10 diamond drill holes are
to be received by the end of November. A maiden JORC-compliant resource on the Emang Project is
expected to be released in early December 2011.

In addition to allowing for continued mineral exploration, the approved Prospecting Work Programme
includes the provision for bulk sampling and trial mining of up to 40,000 tonnes per month for the
duration of the Prospecting Right (up to 480,000 tonnes per annum), subject to consent from the
Minister of Minerals and Energy.

Segue and Emang Mmogo have the right under the existing Land Use Agreement to exploit all minerals in
surface stockpiles for their own account. A comprehensive review of the various surface stockpiles is
being conducted by the landowner and should be made available to Segue by the end of 2011. Segue is
pursuing various options to potentially commercialise the manganese stockpiles on the farms.

Segue’s Managing Director, Mr Steven Michael said:

The Prospecting Right renewal should give Segue sufficient time to complete the Initial Drilling
Programme and also undertake a Bankable Feasibility Study, which will earn Seque a 51% interest
in the Project.

The potential to undertake bulk sampling and trial mining, coupled with the opportunity to
commercialise existing stockpiles on the property could significantly enhance the Project cashflow
and economics.
