EXCEPTIONAL ASSAY RESULTS FROM 
THE EMANG MANGANESE PROJECT 

 

 
Segue Resources Limited (Segue or the Company) is pleased to announce further exceptional assay 
results from the Emang Manganese Project in South Africa.  As previously reported, the Initial Drilling 
Programme focussed on areas of outcropping manganese mineralisation covering around 20% of the 
total Prospecting Right area.  Manganese mineralisation was intersected in 80% of all drill holes, with 
most intersections starting less than 15 metres below surface. 
 
The Initial Drilling Programme has identified four (4) areas of manganese mineralisation, three (3) in the 
northern portion of the Prospecting Right comprising the Northern, Central and Southern Areas, and one 
(1) in the Hills Area which lies approximately 500m further south.  Assay results have been received from 
all 66 reverse circulation (RC) drill holes, with some of the better intersections including: 
 

Northern Area ς 11.0m @ 22.3% Mn from 25.0m, including 2.0m @ 30.3% Mn from 25.0m (MPR08) 

Central Area ς 6.0m @ 23.4% Mn from 24.0m, including 3.0m @ 32.0% Mn from 27.0m (MPR68) 

Southern Area ς 16.0m @ 25.9% Mn from 32.0m, including 5.0m @ 34.1% Mn from 43.0m (MPR34) 

Hills Area ς 13.0m @ 26.3% Mn from 48.0m, including 2.0m @ 39.3% Mn from 49.5m (MPR41) 

 
In addition, a total of nine (9) diamond drill holes were completed to provide additional and more 
accurate assay information, also to be used in preliminary mining studies and metallurgical testwork.  
Some of the better assay results from the diamond holes are: 
 

Central Area ς 5.7m @ 26.1% Mn from 17.4m, including 2.4m @ 34.3% Mn from 18.7m (MPD12) 

Southern Area ς 0.6m @ 29.8% Mn from 54.9m and 6.1m @ 33.1% Mn from 56.6m (MPD04) 

Hills Area ς 3.1m @ 34.3% Mn from 87.0m and 1.4m @ 30.2% Mn from 101.6m (MPD05) 
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The assay results continue to highlight the potential of the Emang Manganese Project to contain a 
large scale, high quality manganese resource which is close to surface.  The consistency of assays 
exceeding 20% Mn, and as high as 46.4% Mn, is extremely encouraging and will contribute to the 
estimation of a JORC-compliant maiden resource, due to be released by the end of January 2012. 
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The areas of manganese mineralisation and RC drill hole collar locations are shown in Figure 1.  The 
maiden resource is expected to include the Northern, Central and Southern Areas which span 
approximately 2,700m x 800m and the Hills Area which is currently defined over a 100m x 100m area.

A list of significant new assay results from RC drill holes is contained in Table 1 on the following page.  
Table 2 (page 4) contains the results of previously reported drill holes with manganese grade expressed 
as Mn%, rather than MnO%, for consistency. 
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
